RULES AND REGULATIONS
(Revised November 2009)
Use of Common Properties and Amenities

1. In the event an owner or tenant is occupying a unit, only said owner or tenant together with their family member who are occupying their unit and their guests may use the recreational facilities and amenities located on the Common Properties, subject to the limitations set forth.  Guest(s) may not use the recreational facilities and amenities located on the Common Properties unless the unit owner, tenant or family member(s) who is occupying the unit accompanies them.

2. If a unit is vacant, only the unit owner may use the recreational facilities and amenities located on the Common Properties.

3. If a unit is owned by a corporation, partnership or other non-personal entity, or by multiple persons who do not regularly occupy the unit together when the unit is being occupied, said owner must provide written notice to Key Colony Homeowners Association, Inc. designating the authorized occupant of the unit.  The authorized occupant shall be the only party entitled to use the recreational facilities and amenities located on the Common Property together with their guest(s), subject to the limitations set forth herein.  Guest(s) may not use the recreational facilities and amenities located on the Common Property unless the unit owner, tenant or family member(s) who are occupying the unit accompany them.
4. No more than six (6) persons per unit (whether owners, tenants or guests) may utilize the recreational facilities and amenities located on the Common Properties at any one time.  However, occasional usage by more than six (6) persons per unit is allowed provided that no usage by more than ten (10) persons per unit shall be allowed without the prior written approval of the Association and no usage by more than six (6) persons per unit will be allowed if the Board of Directors determines usage to be a nuisance or an unreasonable infringement on the rights of other owners and residents.

5. The Board of Directors of Key Colony Homeowners Association, Inc. shall have the power to grant exceptions to the aforementioned restrictions in hardship situations as determined by the Board, or its authorized agent in the exercise of its sole discretion.

GAZEBO, OCEAN POOL AND BEACH AREAS

1. No lifeguard is on duty.  Children under the age of 14 shall not use the pool without an adult in close attendance.

2. All persons using the pool do so at their own risk.

3. Pool Hours are 6:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m.

4. Pool Capacity: 42 persons.

5. Shower before entering the pool.

6. Individuals who are incontinent must wear swim diapers.

7. Food, drink, glass, or animals are not permitted in the pool or on the pool deck.  Food is only permitted at the designated gazebo tables.

8. Running and ball play are not permitted.

9. Jumping or diving into the pool is not permitted.

10. Only inflatable or flotation devices which are attached to the person for safety purposes are permitted in the pool.

11. When listing to radio, headphones must be used.

12. Strollers must be kept at least 6 feet away from the pool.

13. Chaise lounges may not be reserved and must be covered with full-length towels.

14. On Saturdays, Sundays, and Holidays, only four (4) guests per unit will be permitted in the pool area.

15. Tar and crude oil must be removed before entering the pool or pool deck.

LAP POOL RULES

Warning! No lifeguard on duty.  Children under the age of 14 shall not use the Lap Pool without an adult over the age of 18 in close attendance.

The Lap Pool is for the exclusive use of residents and their guests.  ID will be checked.

Pool Capacity: 62

1. All persons using the pool do so at their own risk.

2. The Lap Swimming Pool is intended only for those persons swimming laps.  The Lap Pool is not intended for casual swimming and playing.  Diving into the Lap Pool is NOT permitted.

3. No group swim class of any kind is permitted to be held at the Lap Pool.  Individual instruction is allowed providing that the instructor is in the lane with the student.

4. Shower before entering Lap Pool.

5. Individuals who are incontinent MUST wear swim diapers.

6. Food, drink, glass or animals are NOT PERMITTED on the Lap Pool deck.  Food is only permitted on the elevated deck.

7. Running, ball playing, scooters and skate board are NOT PERMITTED on the deck of the Lap Pool.

8. No jumping or diving into the pool.

9. Only inflatable or flotation devices attached to a lap swimmer for safety purposes are permitted in the Lap Pool.

10. Headphones must be used when listening to a radio or other audio or video device.

11. Baby strollers must be kept at least 6 feet away from the Lap Pool.

12. Chaise lounges may not be reserved.  All chairs and lounges must be covered with a full length towel.

13. On Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays, only 4 guests per unit will be permitted in the Lap Pool area.

POOL AND BEACH AREAS GENERAL
1. In order to use any of the common area facilities-pool, beach areas, tennis courts-all Key Colony residents must carry identification and show it to the security guard upon request.

2. Glass bottles, containers, ceramic or china dishware and other breakable items shall not be brought into the pools or beach areas.

3. Inflatable and similar items are not permitted in the swimming pool, except when used for safety purposes.

4. Toys, bicycles, playpens, carriages and similar items are not permitted in or near the swimming pools.  Strollers must be a least 6 feet away from the pool.

5. Chaise lounges may not be reserved and must be completely covered with a towel.

6. Towels must be removed from the chaise lounges when leaving the pool area in order to make them available to others.

7. Propriety and cleanliness as well as Florida law require that all persons shower before entering the pool.

8. The beach and pool areas are not be used for activities which involve running, ball games, Frisbee, skate boarding, or any activities which may disturb others.

9. Cigarettes and similar items must be deposited in the designated receptacles.  Objects or debris of any nature shall not be thrown into the pools, on the decks, grass, or on the beach.  Smoking is not permitted in the pool areas.

10. Pets are not permitted in the pools or pool and beach areas.

11. No pool or beach equipment may be removed from the pool or beach areas.

12. Tanning lotions must be removed before entering the pool.

13. All persons using the swimming pools or the ocean do so at their own risk.  It is suggested that no one use the pool or ocean unless another person is present.
ROADWAYS
1. All roadways leading to the buildings have a fifteen (15) mile per hour posted speed limit.  Violation of this rule by anyone will result in appropriate action by the Board of Directors.  This rule was adopted to PROTECT the lives of the children and adults who walk or ride bicycles on the roadways.
2. Vehicles may not be parked on the roadways or shoulder at any time.
3. Skateboarding, roller skating, roller blading are not permitted anywhere on Key Colony property.

4. Unlicensed motorized vehicles of any kind may not be operated on Key Colony property.

5. Vehicles properly licensed may be operated only by persons also licensed to operate such vehicles.

6. A fine of up to $500.00 will be assessed against anyone who violates these rules.

TENNIS COURTS
1. All persons who enter the Tennis Courts do so at their own risk.

2. Key Colony residents, in order to use the courts, must register with the security desk of the building, carry Key Colony residency identification, and show it to the security guard upon request.

3. The courts are for the use of Key Colony residents and their guests only.  Guests may play only when accompanied by their resident hosts.

4. Court times are from 7:00 a.m. to sundown.

5. Courts reservations for 1 hour periods may be made at the front desk of your building not earlier than 7:00 a.m. of the day prior to day the court reservation is requested.
6. All playing times start at the hour.  Court reservations will be held for 10 minutes after the scheduled time.

7. Players must wear tennis clothing – proper shoes and chest covering are required.

8. Playing is not allowed when the courts are wet.

9. Pets are not permitted within the court enclosures.

10. Only water and canned non-alcoholic beverages are permitted on the courts – no glass containers, no food, no chewing gum, no smoking.

11. Skateboards, bicycles, and any object that could damage the court surface must be kept out of the court enclosures.

12. No playing against the fence, no racquet abuse, and no foul language.

13. The maximum number of persons on the playing surface of a single tennis court shall be four (4) persons unless group lessons are approved and scheduled by Home Owners Association.

PETS

1. All pets must be properly registered with the Manager’s office of your building.

2. No dog, cat or other pet may run loose (unleashed) on the Common Properties.

3. The areas between the tennis courts, the pool areas and the beach are off limits.

4. Each dog owner will have to clear up after his dog by means of a pooper-scooper.

GUESTS
1. No owner or lessee shall invite, in their absence, any persons not in residence at Key Colony to use the Key Colony facilities.
